Submitting to NANOG NANOG 46

Proposal Content Requirements
ÅTalks
ðAbstract plus (at least) outline of slides you plan to present. 

To be successful, you should provide as much content as 
possible. 

ÅPanels
ðAbstract plus list of panelists

ÅBoFs
ðBoFs have less formal requirements. Generally an abstract is 

sufficient

ÅLightning Talks
ðLike BoFs, lightning talks have less formal requirements and 

an abstract is sufficient

Submitting to NANOG NANOG 46

PC Evaluation Process
Å Process starts by PC members rating talks in the òPC evaluation tooló

ðAllows for a rating of ònoneó or a numeric rating in the 
range 1-5

ðAllows for comments seen only by the PC and comments 
for authors

Å During PC meetings, members discuss the merits of proposals

ðTalks (with slides, if applicable) with mean rating >= 4.0 
are generally accepted

ðThose will lower ratings are discussed among members

ðTalks can be conditionally accepted if content is deemed 
interesting but materials need refinement
