« Posted online each day
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Part A — Unstable AS Top 20

Typically 5 - 8% of all BGP updates relate to just 20 Origin ASs
So here they are:
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B — Relative per-prefix instability

Same thing, but divided by the number of announced prefixes
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C — Unstable Prefixes

Which prefixes have been unstable over the past two
weeks? This is the top 20
